Confucianism is an ethical philos-
ophy that stresses the importance of 
moral development of the individual, 
so that society can be governed by 
moral virtue rather than the use of 
coercive laws and force. Confucius 
fostered human relationships in the 
context of humaneness - his teach-
ings are imbued with Virtue Ethics*.

Confucius believed social disorder 
stemmed from failure to perceive, 
understand and deal with reality. 
Confucius' concept of humaneness        
is best expressed in the ancient 
Golden Rule: ‘What you do not wish 
for yourself, do not do to others.’ 
Expressed positively: We will provide 
to others what we want for ourselves.
